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2009 Report to the Community Highlights
The Board of Trustees is pleased to announce the release of our 2009 Report to the Community.  
Academic Success
In the 2007 – 08 grade 12 diploma exams our students had excellent results. 51% of CBE students writing the Chemistry 30 exam achieved the standard of excellence, which is a grade of 80% or higher.

Our grade 3, 6 and 9 students writing the Provincial Achievement Tests also had exceptional results, which were higher than provincial results on 22 of 24 measures.
Our high school completion rate is increasing. Five years after entering Grade 10, 79% of students have completed high school. In 2008, 6,279 students graduated from the CBE.
Citizenship

CBE schools incorporate responsible citizenship into many of their activities and student learning opportunities. Schools, classrooms and individual students are involved in causes from slowing-down traffic in front of their school and helping homeless children to saving the environment. 
Personal Development
The CBE provides students with opportunities to identify, develop and pursue individual gifts, talents and interests. We have many exceptional students who excel nationally and internationally in science, academics, music, leadership, culinary arts as well as many other areas of interest. Their stories are truly inspiring.
Character
Students will possess the character to do what is right, act morally with wisdom, and balance individual concerns with the rights and needs of others. 
This often involves giving back to the community by helping the less fortunate, elderly or sick.  However, one student brought her entire school together to promote equality and educate students about diversity. 
Innovative Programming
From your neighbourhood school to the more than 20 programs of choice, the CBE offers programming to suit the needs of our diverse student population. 
Programs with different teaching philosophies including Traditional Learning Centre and Montessori, along with Academic Enrichment programs and athletic programs are offered to students. The CBE also offers four language programs, which have attracted almost 9,000 students. 

Outstanding Schools and Staff

The Board recognizes the importance of hiring highly qualified teachers who embrace the CBE’s mission. Many of our staff have received local, national and international recognition. Three CBE principals were awarded the Outstanding Principals in Canada awards and two of our teachers received the Provincial Annual Excellence in Teaching Awards.   
Building for the Future
Eight elementary schools, five middle schools and two high schools are slated to be built within the next five years.
