When admitted to Grade 10 at Western Canada, the student is a pre-IB candidate who must be successful and
meet the school criteria for admission to the IB Programme for grades 11 and 12.

Each Area provides an opportunity for parents and Grade 9 students to learn more about the IB Programme.

Applicants have two candidacy options:

1. The IB Diploma requires students carry a full program of IB courses. Students applying for this option are
given priority in the application process.

2. The IB Certificate Program is for those students who wish to combine part of the IB Programme with the
regular Alberta Education curriculum. Certificate students are encouraged to take a minimum of two 1B
courses. A student receives a certificate for each IB course successfully completed.
