Notice: Regular program Grade 7 to Grade 9 for students 
living in CFB Lincoln Park PMQ and Lincoln Park (south 
of Mount Royal University) 

 
The Calgary Board of Education (CBE) would like to inform families who reside in CFB 
Lincoln Park PMQ and Lincoln Park (south of Mount Royal University) that there will be 
a designation change commencing September 2016.  

 

Beginning the 2016-2017 school year students from the above mentioned areas will be 
designated to Bishop Pinkham School for Grade 7 to Grade 9. Bishop Pinkham School 
is located at 3304 – 63 Avenue Street S.W. (phone 403-777-7840), which is in the 
community of Lakeview. 

 

The communities shown in the attached map are designated to Jennie Elliott School 
for kindergarten to Grade 6. Currently, students from this area do not continue with 
their peers to Bishop Pinkham and are designated to A.E. Cross School for Grade 7 to 
Grade 9.  This change in designation to Bishop Pinkham School provides continuity for 
students by designating all kindergarten to Grade 9 students residing in CFB Lincoln 
Park PMQ and Lincoln Park (south of Mount Royal University) to the same schools as 
their peers for the regular program. 

 

Junior high students, who will have a change in their designated school, may choose 
to finish to the end of Grade 9 at A.E. Cross School.  

 

Transportation Services 
Students are eligible for transportation to their designated school if they live beyond 
the walk zone. Information regarding transportation services and fees is available on 
the CBE website www.cbe.ab.ca  and at the schools. Applicable transportation fees 
will apply for all students taking transportation.
