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 I’m very excited for the start of our school year and the opening of our new school.  
I know that you and your children are excited too, especially with everything that has 
changed during COVID-19. Everyone is working hard to get our school open, but 
unfortunately it will not be ready to open on Sept. 1 due to delays that have occurred 
due to the COVID-19 pandemic.  
 
A contingency plan has been developed. All students will be temporarily 
accommodated within Coventry Hills School. A revised opening date will be 
confirmed by early September.  
 
What will this mean for Northern Lights and Coventry Hills students? 
Our schools will operate separately, but of course cooperatively. Northern Lights 
School will operate as a ‘school within a school’ meaning that students attend classes 
with the same classmates and teachers as they will have at their new school.  Both 
Coventry Hills and Northern Lights Schools have separate principals, assistant 
principals, teachers and support staff who will work with and be responsible for the 
students in their own school. To accommodate our Northern Lights School students, 
the principal at Coventry Hills School and I will be looking at ways to efficiently and 
creatively use the classrooms and common spaces.  
 
The schools will have different start and end times, as well as different recess and 
lunch times.  This staggering will help best meet the needs of each school’s students. 
Northern Lights hours will remain as planned. They are as follows: 
Grades 1 to 4 

§ Monday – Thursday: 9:05 a.m. – 3:45 p.m. 
§ Friday: 9:05 – 1:05 p.m.  

Kindergarten 
§ Monday – Thursday: AM class: 9:05 – 11:55 a.m. / PM class: 12:55-3:45 p.m. 
§ AM or PM classes (on select Fridays only): 9:05 a.m. – 1:05 p.m.

If you are currently using Topp Kids as your Before and After School Care 
provider, please contact Cody by May 29 to confirm your spot for the beginning 
of 2020-2021 school year at the Coventry Hills site.  Once we transition over to our 
permanent Northern Lights School location, Little Steps will be our Before and After 
School Care provider and families will be able to pre-register with this provider if they 
choose on June 6.  Please see the information for Little Steps on the second page of 
this document.
